A commission in 
France recommended that 
the full Islamic veil, or 
burqa, be outlawed in public 
buildings such as schools 
and hospitals. For the past 
six months, a debate over the 
burqa has embroiled the 
country and it's not over yet. 

The debate erupted 
last summer when President 
Nicholas Sarkozy abruptly 
d e c l a r e d  t h e  a l l -
e n c o m p a s s i n g ,  f a c e -
covering veil unwelcome in 
France. "The burqa is not a 
religious problem," he told 
the French Parliament in a 
state-of-the-union-style 
address. "It's a problem of 
freedom and the dignity of 
women." Sarkozy said the

 burqa, which allows the    
wearer to see through a cloth 
mesh, and its close cousin, the 
niqab, which leaves a slit for the 
eyes, subjugates women.

A p a r l i a m e n t a r y  
commission began looking into 
the issue. Its report, which was 
released, recommends that 
Parliament ban the veil from 
public buildings, but not on the 
streets.

Like many, 22- year-
old Salima Zebag wears a 
headscarf, or hijab. She says she 
thinks it is inadmissible in a 
country of so-called liberty to 
forbid people to wear what they 
want. Mohamed El Madani, 
who describes himself as a law-
abiding,voting French citizen,  
says banning burqas, like  

banning minarets in 
Switzerland, is a blow to 
Muslims and a political 
ploy. "For us Muslims, 
it's very simple, in fact. 
The part of the president 
is trying to make the 
people of the extreme 
right ... vote for the UMP, 
the president's party," 
Madani says.

Photographer Comte said he 
had taken thousands of shots 
of Bruni in the 10 years they 
worked together, and the 
nude being auctioned was 
taken at the end of a session 
for Italian Vogue magazine.
Comte said he had no idea 
how the photo had ended up 
at auction - "I must have 
given it to someone as a 
gift," he said.

A source at the 
Elysée Palace told France's 
Le Post news website: "He 
has made it clear he has no 
problem with this because 
he knows that the only 
images of his wife in 
existence are tasteful.

Others hoped standards for attire 

would help students focus more on 

academics and less on fashion. "We're trying 

to get a more serious atmosphere and get 

students more serious about their education," 

said Nancy Vaughn, a spokeswoman for the 

Waterbury (Connecticut) Public Schools.

Sherbini's son. El-Sherbini, 

wearing an Islamic headscarf, was 

called an "Islamist", "terrorist" 

and "slut". Others present tried to 

intervene, but Alex W. continued 

the verbal abuse for several 

minutes until the police arrived at 

the scene, directing epithets in 

Russian and German at the 

Russian-speaking bystanders who 

tried to reason with him. 

Alex W. was charged 

with defamation, pressed by El-

Sherbini, and found guilty by the 
district court of Dresden, issuing a 

fine of 780 Euro. During the trial 
Alex W. claimed mitigating 

circumstances for the act of 

insulting El-Sherbini, suggesting 

that "people like her" were not real 

humans. The Public Prosecutor 

successfully appealed the verdict 

to achieve a higher conviction due 

to the openly xenophobic 

character of the incident.

n the name of Women's  Rights 

and Women's Liberation, we

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present in the courtroom: a panel 

of one professional and two lay 
judges, the prosecutor, Alex W. as 

the defendant, his defence 

counsel, El-Sherbini as witness for 

the prosecution, and her husband 

and son as observers.  No security 

personnel were present and no 
security searches of individuals 

and their possessions were carried 
out, common in cases without 

anticipated security concerns and 

with no persons under arrest 

present.

After El-Sherbini had 

testified, Alex W. strode across the 

courtroom and attacked her with a 

knife with an 18 cm (7 in) long 

blade, which he had taken into the 

courtroom in his backpack. El-

Sherbini received multiple stab 

wounds to the upper body and arm 

(at least 16). During the attack 

Alex W. was allegedly shouting 

"You don't deserve to live!". While 

trying to protect his wife, El-

Sherbini's husband Elwi Ali-Okaz 

was stabbed at least 16 times to the 

head, neck, upper body and arm. A 

police officer, who was in the court 

building testifying in an unrelated 

case was called to the scene to 

intervene, but mistook Elwi Ali-

Okaz for the attacker and shot him 

in the lower leg.  A criminal 

investigation against the police 

officer was ongoing as of 25 

August 2009.

Marwa El-Sherbini died 

on the scene, succumbing to her 

injuries. At the time of her death 

El-Sherbini was three months 

pregnant with her second child.

Alex W. was arrested on 

the scene.Elwi Ali-Okaz, critically 

wounded in the stabbing attack, 

was in a coma for two days. He 

subsequently received physical 

therapy for several weeks in a 

hospital near Dresden for the 

stabbing and shooting injuries.
